Connecting to the Rumba FTP Client 4.3 cannot always connect to the SSH server. On some

SSH server operating systems, the inclusion of the stty command in the . | ogi nor . cshrc
configuration files may prevent the FTP Client from connecting to the SSH server.
To avoid this problem, remove any stty command inthe . | ogi n or. cshrc
configuration files.

Upgrading froman  When you upgrade Rumba FTP Client from an evaluation version to a licensed
evaluation version version, in the Program Maintenance dialog box of the Rumba FTP Client Setup
Wizard, select Repair, not Modify.
