« Visual COBOL 2.2 - delivers the richest development experience for COBOL programming. On
Windows, Visual COBOL is available for use with Eclipse or with Microsoft's Visual Studio 2010 or
Visual Studio 2012 integrated development environments. On UNIX or Linux, it is available for use with
Eclipse. Visual COBOL supports the development and deployment of both JVM COBOL and .NET
COBOL, and of native COBOL applications.

Variants of Visual COBOL include:

* Visual COBOL for Visual Studio 2010 and Visual COBOL for Visual Studio 2012.
* Visual COBOL for Eclipse.

» Enterprise Developer 2.2 - a contemporary development suite for Microsoft Visual Studio 2010 or for
Eclipse that enables mainframe developers to maintain, develop and modernize mainframe applications
regardless of whether these are to be deployed back on the mainframe or onto an alternative platform.
Enterprise Developer supports IBM COBOL, IBM PL/I, IBM Assembler, IBM CICS, IBM IMS, IBM JCL,
IBM DB2, IBM z/OS file formats and common batch utilities including SORT. This means you can
develop and maintain the core mainframe online and batch applications under Enterprise Developer,
then deploy them back on the mainframe or migrate them onto one of the Micro Focus production
platforms available on UNIX, Linux, or Windows.

If you do not
have any of them installed, the setup file will install the Visual Studio Integrated Shell.

i Note:

* Microsoft Visual Studio Express Edition is not supported.

» Microsoft Windows SDK is required if you are using the Visual Studio Shell. See the Microsoft
Download Center and search for Windows SDK.

* Microsoft .NET Framework 4.0. This is included with the above versions of Visual Studio.

» Microsoft .NET Framework 4.5. This is included with Visual Studio 2012,

Note: Visual Studio 2010 Service Pack 1 (SP1) is required if you are using Visual COBOL for Visual
Studio 2010 and Visual COBOL for Visual Studio 2012 on the same machine. If you are connected to
the Internet, the setup file downloads and installs Visual Studio 2010 SP1 1 automatically. If you do
not have Internet access, you need to download Visual Studio 2010 SP1 1 on a machine that has
Internet connection, and then copy the installer to your machine.

In addition, when building a native COBOL project that contains resources you must replace the
cvtres. exe inthe bi n and bi n64 directories of your Visual COBOL installation with the version of
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the file which gets installed with Visual Studio 2010 SP1. You can download Service Pack 1 for Visual
Studio 2010 from the Microsoft Download Center.

UNIX/Linux

The Korn shell is required for the licensing daemon. After the installation, if the licensing daemon does
not start, check and ensure the Korn shell is installed and then run the / var/

The pax archiving utility is required by the setup file. Pax is distributed with most UNIX/Linux systems
but, if it is missing, you must install it separately. To verify pax is installed, run pax - - hel p or pax --

The
installation of Microsoft Visual C++ 2010 Redistributable Runtime adds a number of . dl | files, without
digital signatures, into the wi nsxs directory.

If, when you install Visual COBOL for Visual Studio 2012, the machine does not have Microsoft Visual
C++ 2012 Redistributable Runtime already installed, it is installed as required by Visual COBOL. The
installation of Microsoft Visual C++ 2012 Redistributable Runtime adds a number of . dl | files, without
digital signatures, into the wi nsxs directory.

You need to be logged in with a user-ID that has write access to the registry structure under
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE, HKEY_CLASSES_ROOT, and HKEY_CURRENT_USER so the installation
software can set the environment appropriately. You also need to be logged on with Administrator
privileges.

Visual COBOL and COBOL Server cannot coexist on the same machine.

Visual COBOL for Eclipse and Visual COBOL for Visual Studio can exist on the same machine, but this
might cause unpredictable behaviour.

COBOL Server 2010 and COBOL Server 2012 can coexist on the same machine.

Visual COBOL and Enterprise Developer cannot coexist on the same machine.

If, when you install Visual COBOL for Visual Studio 2010, the machine does not have Microsoft Visual
C++ 2010 Redistributable Runtime already installed, it is installed as required by Visual COBOL. The
installation of Microsoft Visual C++ 2010 Redistributable Runtime adds a number of . dl | files, without
digital signatures, into the wi nsxs directory.

If, when you install Visual COBOL for Visual Studio 2012, the machine does not have Microsoft Visual
C++ 2012 Redistributable Runtime already installed, it is installed as required by Visual COBOL. The
installation of Microsoft Visual C++ 2012 Redistributable Runtime adds a number of . dl | files, without
digital signatures, into the wi nsxs directory.

If you are installing this as an upgrade, make sure that none of the product files are in use when you
start the installation. Also, the Visual Studio Help Viewer must not be opened.

You need to be logged in with a user-ID that has write access to the registry structure under
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE, HKEY_CLASSES_ROOT, and HKEY_CURRENT_USER so the installation
software can set the environment appropriately. You also need to be logged on with Administrator
privileges.

Before installing this product , make sure that any existing Micro Focus Directory Server (MFDS) or
CCITCP2 Windows service (on Windows) or a process (on UNIX) from an existing product is stopped
and uninstalled. On Windows, do this as follows:

1. Stop the service, using either the Windows Service Management Console GUI or from a command
line prompt by typing: net stop nf_ccitcp2 Only one instance of the MFDS or CCITCP2 service
can run on a Windows machine.

2. Uninstall the MFDS or CCITCP2 service.

For MFDS, from a command line prompt enter: nf ds - u
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For CCITCP2: ccitcp2 -u
To run an earlier version of MFDS as a service after you have installed a later version:

1. Stop and uninstall the MFDS service, as described above.
2. Reinstall the earlier version, as follows:

a. Open a Visual COBOL command prompt.
b. Install the service. Enter the following command: nf ds -i
c. Start the service. Enter the following command: net start nf _ccitcp2

Note: The two versions use different paths for environment and registry values, so the list of
configured Enterprise Servers might be different depending on which version has been started,
since, by default, different MFDS data repositories are used.

MFDS 5.1 and later are able to import or use Enterprise Server configuration data generated by earlier
versions of MFDS, but 5.0 or earlier versions of MFDS might not be able to read data generated by later
versions.

It is possible to run MFDS from a command prompt ("mfds") rather than as a service, but by default the
"mfcobol" port is used (86) and this can only be used by one process at a time

Product Co-Existence

« Visual COBOL and Enterprise Developer cannot coexist on the same machine regardless of which IDE
(Visual Studio or Eclipse) you install.

Downloading the Products

Installing the Products

Use the individual setup files to install each product from the Micro Focus Academic Program package as
follows:

Windows

1. Run the product nane. exe file and follow the wizard instructions to complete the installation.

UNIX

1. Give execute permissions to the setup file:
chmod +x setupfil ename

2. Run the installer with superuser permissions:
./ setupfil ename

If you don't run this as superuser, you are prompted to enter the superuser password during the install.

The COBOL environment is installed by default into / opt / mi cr of ocus/ Vi sual COBCL or/ opt/
m cr of ocus/ Ent er pri se Devel oper.

A full version of Eclipse with the Micro Focus plugins already installed is present in the / opt /
ni cr of ocus/ Vi sual COBOL/ ecl i pse or/opt/ m crof ocus/Enterprise Devel oper/
ecl i pse folders.
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To install in a different location use the -i nst al | | ocati on="Locat i on" parameter to specify an
alternative directory location. For example:

./ setupfilenane -installlocation="full path of new | ocation"

You can see details about which additional parameters can be passed to the install script if you enter
the - hel p option.

f Note:

« The installation of this product could affect the SafeNet Sentinel licensed components running
on your machine. During installation licensing is shutdown to allow files to be updated. To
ensure the processes running on your machine are not affected, you need to use the -
ski psaf enet option, which skips the installation of SafeNet:

.l -ski psaf enet

» To protect the SafeNet Sentinel installation from accidental updating you can create an empty

file named SKI P_SAFENET | NSTALL in/var/ m crof ocusl i censi ng/ as follows:

touch /var/ m crofocuslicensi ng/ SKI P_SAFENET | NSTALL

While the file is present, the SafeNet installer does not make changes to the installation or
shutdown the running license daemons. If licensing needs to be updated later, remove the file
and install Sentinel RMS server manually.

Set up the environment:

.l opt/ m crof ocus/ <Pr oduct Name>/ bi n/ cobset env
To verify that your product is installed, execute:

cob -V

v+, Important: These commands set the environment only for the current shell. You need to execute
=*' them for each new shell that you start.

To avoid having to run cobset env for every shell, add these commands to the shell initialization
files (such as et c/ profil e, et c/ bashrc).

Note that cobset env is only compatible with POSIX-like shells, such as bash, ksh, or XPG4 sh. It
is not compatible with C-shell or pre-XPG4 Bourne shell.

To start Eclipse on Unix:

If you are using a GUI interface, double-click the product icon (automatically installed on your desktop).

Note: The installer automatically creates a shortcut icon for the product on the desktop for the user
for which you ran the install script. If you need to create desktop icons for other users' desktops on
the same machine, or if the icon was not created on the desktop for the root user, run the following
shell script as the user you need to login as: $COBDI R/ bi n/ cr eat edeskt opi con. sh

If you are using a non-GUI interface, such as a terminal emulator, type the following from a command

prompt:

ecl i pse

UNIX Installer Issues

Licensing If the Korn shell is not installed on your machine when you run the installer, the
Daemon licensing daemon will not be started. To resolve this after you install the product, install

License On some Solaris platforms, you can receive the following error message when SafeNet
Infrastructure license server needs to be installed or upgraded on your machine:

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To resolve this issue, wait for the installation to complete and then perform the
following:

1. Navigate to the saf enet directory in the COBDIR location.
2. With superuser permissions execute: . / MFLi censeServer | nstal | . sh

License Server You need to configure the computer hostname to ensure the license server will start

To avoid performance issues, "localhost" and the computer hostname must not both be

mapped to IP address 127.0.0.1. You should only map "localhost" to IP address
127.0.0.1.

If you have problems trying to view the Micro Focus help, ensure that the Visual Studio Help

To view the help in Visual Studio 2012, ensure that the Visual Studio Help Library is pointing to
local help.

Note:

This problem only occurs if you install Visual COBOL while the documentation for Visual
Studio itself is being downloaded or updated. This might happen the first time you install or
run Visual Studio.

Visual COBOL and Enterprise Developer for Eclipse

If you have used Eclipse from the same workspace before, the Eclipse perspective settings are not reset
after installing any Micro Focus product. To pick up any new features, you must reset the COBOL
perspective after installation:

1. Open the existing workspace with this product.

You may receive some warnings or errors which you can ignore.

Make sure you are in the COBOL perspective by clicking Window > Open Perspective > COBOL.
Click Window > Reset Perspective.

Click OK.

Reapply any customizations.

Installing X Windows on Windows

Some features of Visual COBOL for Eclipse and Enterprise Developer for Eclipse on Windows require an X
Windows installation, so Micro Focus ViewNowX is provided with the product. To install, run the file

Vi ewNow_X_Ser ver. exe in your Visual COBOL installation. By default this will be in the

%Pr ogr anti | es(x86) % M cro Focus\ Vi sual COBQOL\ Vi ewNowX folder.

ViewNowX requires that your client machine has Microsoft Visual C++ 2008 SP1 Redistributable Package
(x86) installed. If it is missing from your machine, the ViewNowX installation will offer a link to download the
package.

Repairing

Windows

If any product files, registry settings or shortcuts are accidentally removed at any point, you can perform a
repair on the installation to replace them.

To repair your installation on versions of Windows Vista or later:

1. From the Control Panel, click Uninstall a program under Programs.
2. Right-click your Micro Focus product and select Repair.

To repair your installation on older versions of Windows, such as Windows XP:

1. Click Start Menu > Control Panel > Add/Remove Programs.
2. Click your Micro Focus product in the list of installed programs.
3. Click Click here for support information.

4. Click Repair.

If a file in the installation of the product becomes corrupt, or is missing, we recommend that you reinstall
the product.

Uninstalling

Windows

To uninstall the product, you cannot simply delete its files from your hard disk. To uninstall the product:

1. Log in with the same user-ID as you used when you installed the product.
2. Click Uninstall a program under Programs (or Add/Remove Programs on older versions of
Windows) in Control Panel.

3. On older versions of Windows such as Windows XP, ensure that Show Updates (at the top of the Add
or Remove Programs dialog) is checked, so that any hot fixes or WrapPacks are listed.

4. Select the product and click Remove or Uninstall as appropriate.

When you uninstall, the only files deleted are those that the installation software installed. If the product
directory has not been removed, delete any unwanted files and subdirectories within it using Windows
Explorer.

Note: The installer creates separate installations for Visual COBOL, Enterprise Developer, Enterprise
Server for .NET, and Micro Focus License Administration. Uninstalling only Visual COBOL does not
automatically uninstall Enterprise Server for .NET, the Micro Focus License Manager or any of the
prerequisite software.

Enterprise Server for .NET must be uninstalled before you remove Visual COBOL. To completely
remove the product you must uninstall the Micro Focus License Manager as well.

You can optionally remove the prerequisite software. For instructions, check the documentation of the
respective software vendor.

Some registry entries are not removed by the uninstallation process and you need to manually delete
them.

The following folders might not be removed:

e Mcro Focus Product Nane folder in the Start menu - you can delete it manually.

 OUsystendrive% Users\ Public\Docunment s\ M cro Focus - includes the binaries and the log
files of the samples which you have built.

* 9%°rogranDat a% M cro Focus - includes some data files used by the Micro Focus licensing system.

Note: Before you uninstall the product, ensure that the Enterprise Server instances and the Micro
Focus Directory Service (MFDS) are stopped.

To uninstall this product:

1. Execute as root the Uninstall_VisualCOBOL22.sh script in the $COBDI R/ bi n directory.

Note: The installer creates separate installations for the product and for Micro Focus License
Administration. Uninstalling the product does not automatically uninstall the Micro Focus License
Administration or the prerequisite software. To completely remove the product you must uninstall the
Micro Focus License Administration as well.

To uninstall Micro Focus License Administration:

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1. Execute as root the Unl nst al | MFLi censeSer ver . sh scriptin the / var/
ni cr of ocusl i censi ng/ bi n directory.

The script does not remove some of the files as they contain certain system settings or licenses.

You can optionally remove the prerequisite software. For instructions, check the documentation of the
respective software vendor.

Known Issues

Refer to the Known Errors and Restrictions topic in the Product Information section of your product Help.

In addition, note the following:

AcuCOBOL File When using an interface of ACUFH other than MSSQL, you may experience a file

Handler operation delay when the interface fails to connect to a database. This failed
connection also results in a memory leak. Set the environment variable
MSSQL_DETACH to 1 to avoid both issues.

ASP.NET It is not possible to run ASP.NET Web Sites or Web Services on a production machine
(one that has Micro Focus COBOL Server installed) without an additional setup. This
is because the production machine does not contain development tools such as the
COBOL Compiler. To workaround this, you need to do the following steps:

1. Precompile the site before you deploy it using the Publish Web Site command in
Visual Studio.

2. Editthe . asnx file of the Web service project or the . aspx file of the Web site and
delete the Language="COBOL" statement.

3. Editthe Web. confi g file with a text editor and delete the line which contains:
<conpi |l er | anguage="C0OBO.". ..
4. Ensure that a .NET Server license is installed using Apptrack.

CICs * An EXEC CICS DELAY statement may sometimes produce a difference of one
second.

» When Visual COBOL for Visual Studio is initially installed, no CICSECM directives
will be set on assembler files that are added to a project even when the IDE is
configured to do so. To work around this problem, click Tools > Options > Micro
Focus > Directives.

Debugging There is an issue with "Wait for attachment" when you use Visual COBOL for Eclipse
to debug applications that run on some UNIX/Linux platforms. Eclipse connects to the
debugger on the remote machine, but might not attach to the process to debug the
code.

To work around this issue, ensure that on the remote machine the TMPDIR
environment variable is unset or has the same value for both HCO for SQL Server
Tools server and for the running process you wish to debug. The HCO for SQL Server
Tools server is the server which you started either directly with the $COBDIR/
remotedev/startrdoserver script or indirectly using the daemon which is started with
the $COBDIR/remotedev/startrdodaemon script.
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To check the variable used by the HCO for SQL Server Tools server:

1. Open Remote Systems view in Eclipse on the Windows machine.

2. Right-click the Shells element of the server connection to be tested and click
Launch Shell.

3. In the Remote Shell view, type echo $TMPDI Rin the Command field, and press
Enter.

The value of the TMPDIR environment variable is shown - ensure it is the same as
the one used by the process to be debugged.

Note: The value of TMPDIR used by the Development Hub server cannot be
changed in the remote shell and must be set before you start the daemon or
server.

Trying to deploy the local resource adaptor nf cobol - | ocal t x. rar to WebLogic
may fail with a ClassCastException. To work around this issue, you need to deploy

nf cobol - xa. r ar first, then need to undeploy this file and deploy the local one,
